We will review various types of English sentences and paragraphs and learn how to organize and develop ideas in longer pieces of writing. Class activities include sentence combination exercises, writing and revising essays, and analyzing samples of student and professional writing. During the semester, students will learn how to express relationships among ideas using various types of sentence structures. Participants will also have the opportunity to practice the steps involved in the writing process and eventually be able to construct an argumentative essay of 500 words.
