I will be holding an informal (not for credit) Creative Writing Workshop this fall. Registered graduate students who are pursuing creative writing projects, including those intending to take the Creative Writing seminar in the winter term (Ang 6895), and especially those doing a Creative Writing major, are invited (and in the latter case, recommended) to participate. The workshop will be entirely focussed on workshopping your writing (no required readings). The goal is to keep you writing, keep you thinking about writing, and improve your writing. We will meet 6 or 7 times during the term, Friday afternoons or possibly an evening, depending on your availability.

I want, for the sake of quality, to keep the workshop fairly small. If you’re interested in joining, please submit to the department in my name a couple of pages of work, any genre, by September 8. Our first meeting will be September 11, at 2p, room to be determined. The work does not have to be perfect or “finished.” I just need a sense of what you’re doing. Put your e-mail address on the submission, please. We will workshop work by four students, on average, every meeting. You will be required to … write(!) and to prepare thoughtful criticisms of the work of your peers. 

Undergrads note: Since there are, currently, several promising future writers among the upper level undergrads, I have decided to keep a couple places in the informal workshop for you. So do submit if you feel inclined.
